Contradictions ~ arise between
brothers and sisters when a sister
becomes pregnant by a man other
than the one she is relating to, or
a brother makes a baby with a
woman other than the one he is
relating to. Because these contra-
dictions sometimes become antago-
nistic and impede or slow down work
and progress, it is necessary to at-
tempt to make an analysis of these
situations and come up with a po-
licy with the guiding principal being
what is best for progress toward
our goal of self-determination and
National Salvation,

As political awareness grows,
or as one's political education rea-
ches higher levels, the way of re-
Jating to one’s’socidl environment
goes through changes: that can be
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called ‘'revolutionary. This is very
necessary in the process of trying
to educate the masses to a revolu-
tionary consciousness because in
order to consciously make therev-
olution outside, in the social
environment, first the revolution
must take place inside in one’sown
consciousness.’ Once this process
of political development begins

there is no aspect;of our relation-
ship to the total social environ-

ment that does not come up for
re-examination and re-evaluation.
Most of thetime is spent analy-
zing the forces of racist reaction-
aires ‘that constitute our primary
enemy, the power structure,
During this process many lesser
evils are discovered that are per-
petuated ' by the ' existing social
structure, Specifically, in this case
it is wrong or ‘it is a bad thing to
make babies if one is not mar-

ried or, it is bad to make a baby
with anyone other than the person
you call your man or woman, How-
ever, society has provided loop-
holes for extra-marital relations
(sexual relations outside or away
from home)based on a phony moral-
ity of honesty, Example: manybro-
thers and sisters have relationships
with one another that are bound
and governed by certain agree-
ments. Dealing with sex, the agree-
ment usually is that as long as
there is no deceit, if the party
engages in sexual activity outside
home, the relationship is not jeo-
pardized providing the mate is in-
formed, Many relationships ope-
rate on this basis and those bro-
thers and sisters in thesc type of
relationships consider themselves

very advanced., This is cool until
a preghancy arises as a result of
outside relationships. At this point,
generally, coatradictions begin and
politics go out the window. I sug-
gest that this is because this situ-
atjion has not been dealt with deep-
ly, only superficially on the sur-
face. It is a fact that there are
5,000,000,000 people on the face
of this earth and this is the result
of sexual intercourse, Sexualinter-
course is the process which nature
provided the human species of ani-
mal the means for reproduction;
this is a scientific fact. So when
agreements are made between a
man and woman to have sexual
relations outside home or away
from home providing the mate is
informed, whether they are con-
sciously saying so, scientifically
they are saying it is alrightto make
a baby, So being aware that it

only takes one time at the right
time to make a baby, when any
agreements are made regarding
away from home sexual activity
the question is really would either
partner be uptight if a baby is
made outside of their relationship.

In relationship to the struggle
against the racist and fascist for-
ces, most people that are notreac-
tionary nationalist, national chau-
vanist, (racist) re-late to inter-
nationalism. In other words relate
to all exploited and oppressed peo-
ple of the world, Many brothers
and sisters in the struggle here in
Babylon relate to the slogan
advanced by the heroic Vietnamese
people that is *‘We will fight from
one generation to the next.'” Also
they relate to Comrade Kim 11

Sung, whose grandmother and
grandfather were revolutionaries--
whose mother and father wererev=-
olutionaries. But the revolutionary
struggle of the Korean people was
not successful until his lifetime.
One thing is for sure, we're in
a long struggle and our wealth and
reserves are manifested in our
children,

Oace this whole question  is
brought out and dealt with, the an-
swer will be part of our revolu-
tionary culture and part of our
new morality. For revolutionaries,

that which advances the struggle .

for self-determination and national
salvation should be considered
moral and anything that holds back
the struggle should be considered
immoral.

‘‘First they came for the Pan-
thers, But I was not a Panther, so
1 did not defend them...

There is a disease running ram-
pant through this country--in fact,
it has just about reached epidemic
porportions. This disease kills--
BEWARE--and it provides an ex-
cellent climate for the growth of
other killing diseases.

The disease is called GREED,
in simple language, and has
reached its most complex, most
sophisticated levels in the eco-
nomic system of the United
States--CAPITALISM,

It is a disease similar to can-
cer--a parasitic growth that de-
vours whole countries, Its efforts
at expansion breed RACISM, which
turns human beings into a species
of PIG, It slowly envelopes and de-
vours its own as it breeds
FASCISM, laying the groundwork
for the genocidal extermination of
Black people in AmeriKKKa and

era against the few peoble that
dare to try to find a cure.

It has begun to manifest itself
in a few places as running sores
that people just keep hoping will
go away--hut it keeps spreading.
The attempted murder and subse-
quent jailing of Huey P, Newton,
the marders of our Black youth
(Bobby Hutton, Mark Clark and
Fred Hampion, for a few) the
frame-up and attempted railroad-
ing of Bobby Seale and the Con-
necticut 14, the frame-up and at-
tempted railroading of the N.Y,
21, the trial of the Chicago 7 and
the sentencig of William Kuntsler
all-came from the germs spread
by this deadly disease,

The pus from the running sores
has spread the germs at a far
more tapid rate than most peo-
ple want to acknowledge.

Here in Westchester County, we
have a typical example of scenes
being enacted by the thousands a-
cross the country as.the cancer
spreads,

Eldridge Cleaver, Minister of -

Information of the Black Panther
Party, spoke at the New Rnchelle

for the ‘witch hunts’ of a medieval

campus of lona College on October
11, 1968. In addition to studeats,
many people from the community
attended. On June 26, 199, eight
months later, Police Lt, John F,
McCormick of the New Rochelle
pig department, and Detective Wil
liam E, Grogan of the Yonkers pig
department, testified before the
Internal Security subcommittee of
the Senate. This committee is
headed by that exemplary Ameri-
KKKan citizen, that’s represent-
ative of the mostreactionary, most
racist elements in an already cor-
rupt government, Senator James O,
Eastland. Pigs McCormick and
Grogan went to lona College on
October 11, too. And they scribbled
license plate numbers and took
pictures. Then they quickly ran to
their masters to tell them whohad
DARED to exercise their right to
attend a puablic speech. Then, in
addition, they threw in the names
of people in the local community.
Whose names, you say? Not yours,
of course--only those who had pre-
sumed to say or do anything about

_ the genocidal war against the Viet-

namese people. Not yours--only
those who had tried to do or say
anything to achieve the human
rights of Black people inthis ‘‘land
of the free,”

Even some of those “‘respect-
able’ people, solid citizens and
city officials such as Napoleon
Holmes, director of CAP, and
Joseph Tortelll, director of the
Youth Bureau, seem to fear that
the disease has reached them. The
Democratic organization here was
even concerned enough at the pigs’
activities to run an advertisement
in the Standard-Star with the head-
line ‘‘Joe McCarthy is Alive and
Well and Living in New Rochelle,’”
But ,are they concerned enough to
move? Are they concerned enough
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to find a cure for this disease?

Or are they content as long as
it is the Black Panther Party that
is being attacked? Are they con-
tent as long as the war remains in
Vietnam and doesn‘'t come home?

_her childven, other members of the
cominunity, and they wantup with hev to
the scene where hev son had been
killed and this was the fivst time that
she had gone up to the scene forv she
had not waated to see it. Buf she
went up with the Black Panther Pavty.
And as we approached this parvticular
spot, a police car, a station wagon,
came avound the covner; and in the
back seat of the station wagon theve
was a police dog, a German shepherd,
and he was moving around from window
to window like he was anxious to get
out and go into action. And there was
this other dog driving the cav, this
racist, dog, Richmond, California
policeman. And he saw these guns inthe
hands of these Black men and he flew his
car into the curb and scrveeched on
. the brakes and threw open the doovand
jumpaed out. And it so happened that
. he stopped right at the curb wheve
Denzil Dowell’s mother was. And many
people ' in 'the crowd, people from
Richmond, some of them staried to
run because. it was a frightening thing
the way this pig drove up in this police
car. And they started getting out of
there. And everybody got uptight, and
everybody looked at each othev. Bu!
I saw -the look on Huey’s face. Huey
had his jaw set, and his eyes nar-
rowed, and he stepped forward, and

he jacked off a round in the shotgun.
He pumped a vound into the chambey.
And he just stepped up to the curb
in front of Denzil Dowzll’s mother,
between Denzil Dowell’s mother and
this cop., And this cop, almost without
breaking his motion, looked at Huey,
he looked at the other Panthers, he
looked a* the cvowd of people theve
and he got back into that car and he
got out of theve, He split. Bul whal
I had veally noticed was that before
Huey had stepped forward, before he
siepped forward and befove he cocked
his gun, theve was a vipple of inde-
cisiveness and panic going through the
crowd. But the moment Huey stepped
forwavd, the moment that Huey
jacked off that vound into the chamber
of that shotgun, you could see the peo-
ple snap behind Huey. And it wes like
a vock and no one was going to be
moved or chased away and fear left
that crowd. And when that cop left,
when he left for the veasoa that he
left, when it was very clear that he
left because he could not confront
Huey, that crvowd became a cvowd of
Panthers. And those people who were
theve joined the Black Panthzv Pariy
and we went on lo invesligate this
scene, look at the site of this vicious
muvder, and no other cop came 1round
theve and bothered us. But we could
see tham sitting down the stveet, parked
in theiv carvs watching us from a dis-
tance. And this is why they hated Huey

P. Newton, and this is why they tried
to kill him, because Huey didn’t know
what fear was all about., He knew what
he was about and he knew wkhat the
struggle of his people was aboul
and he acted on that and he al-
ways stood on those principles
and he set the standard by which Black
men will be judged. Not a judgment
that’s imposed upon them from without,
but by his activities, Huey P. Newton
set a standard that inspives other
Black men to want to emulate that
standard. I can’t emlhasize how im-
portant that is to us. Huey Newlon
practiced what he preached. Huey
Newton put into praclice whkat others
had been talking about for four hun-
dved years because Huey Newton undev-
stood thal he was rvight. Huey Newton
undevstood that one has a vight lo
step forward and to demand juslice
for ones people, that ore has a duly
to do that, and Huey had no coaceplion
of how to go about shivking his duty.
I have nothing but praise for Huey.
Huey is our leader and they have him
in prison and he just has to come
out. And the racisi pigs don’t under-
stand that and they donw’t understand
why Badylon has to be destroyed and
why a new society has to be evected
on the ashes of Babylon. But they will
wrderstand and this will be doe, And
Huey P. Newton played a d2cisive role
in bringing it about and his role has
not yet ended.
